WHEREAS, Judge Nelson, a man known for his discretion and good counsel as well as an excellent sense of humor, first served as county judge from 1962 to 1977, and in 1986 he was reelected to this important position; he was well regarded as a businessman and was a lifelong proponent of economic development who encouraged small and large businesses alike to relocate to Chambers County; and


WHEREAS, This commendable gentleman was named "Citizen of the Year" by the Anahuac Area Chamber of Commerce in 1975, and again in 1995, in recognition of his many efforts in behalf of his home county; under his careful leadership, the county constructed a new county library, a state‑of‑the‑art solid‑waste disposal complex, and a golf course and also enlarged the county jail and refurbished the county courthouse; and


WHEREAS, Oscar F. Nelson, Jr., was a man of rare honor and compassion, and though his guidance and devotion will be missed by all who knew him, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
