WHEREAS, The distinctive countryside of this North Texas region offers visitors and residents a host of scenic drives with numerous superb vistas, while Gainesville's Factory Outlet Shops are a mecca for bargain hunters and provide valuable employment opportunities for Gainesville's citizens; and


WHEREAS, The city offers a range of excellent education options to its residents, including six elementary schools and a junior and senior high school; in addition, Gainesville is home to Cooke County Junior College and North Central Texas College; and


WHEREAS, The people of Gainesville are justifiably proud of their city, for its rich heritage is uniquely intertwined with the development of the Lone Star State, and the many contributions of the city's citizens are truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 75th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby designate March 20, 1997, as Gainesville Chamber of Commerce Day at the Capitol and extend a warm welcome to the members of this fine organization as they celebrate this significant event; and, be it further
