WHEREAS, After his retirement from ECISD, this industrious individual turned his energies to the real estate business, working until January 1997 for Sims and Guess Realtors; his honest nature and cheerful demeanor made him a natural for this people‑oriented line of work; and


WHEREAS, A sports enthusiast beyond compare, the "Boss Hoss" was a constant presence at Odessa's sporting events, academic competitions, and other school functions, easily recognizable in his standard red and white attire and always reflecting the tremendous pride he felt for all of his students; and


WHEREAS, For 25 years, Mr. Cavin served as head timer for the West Texas Relays, a job that allowed him to further feed his passion for athletics; this noteworthy gentleman was also active in the many community service efforts of First Baptist Church, which he joined in 1949; and


WHEREAS, Emmitt Houston Cavin was a man of rare dedication and integrity, and although his devotion and guidance will be missed by all who knew him, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts of those individuals whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
