WHEREAS, On May 20, 1997, health care professionals and concerned Texans from around the state will be in Austin to celebrate Think Child Safety Day at the State Capitol; part of Emergency Medical Services Week, this occasion furnishes an ideal opportunity to inform a wider public about the Think Child Safety program; and
