HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Throughout the nation, Americans are searching for innovative ways to improve our public education system, and some of the most successful programs over the past decade have been those encouraging community involvement in the schools; and


WHEREAS, The Help One Student to Succeed (HOSTS) program, Communities in Schools, Inc., and numerous partnerships between businesses and local schools have proven that the participation of concerned adults can have a tremendous impact on students' lives, and the expansion of these successful efforts will undoubtedly play a key role in our schools' futures; and


WHEREAS, Legislators could make a unique contribution to this process by volunteering to spend one day each year visiting public schools in their districts; in addition to sharing their insights into democracy and the legislative process, elected officials could set a strong example of leadership and public service for our state's up‑and‑coming leaders and for the community at large; and


WHEREAS, Furthermore, this arrangement would provide an opportunity for teachers, parents, and the students themselves to articulate their concerns about critical public policy issues, enabling lawmakers to hear firsthand about the impact their legislation has had on the educational community; and
