WHEREAS, Discourse between teachers, students, and members will be encouraged, as each will have the opportunity to ask questions and witness one another in action; students and teachers will be able to learn their legislators' positions on education and technology, and legislators will have a firsthand view of the effectiveness of educational innovations; and


WHEREAS, Technology has become increasingly important in the daily lives of most Americans, especially our students, and the Texas Capitol Schoolhouse program provides an outstanding forum to demonstrate and explore the expanding role of technology and its potential in Texas' public schools; now, therefore, be it
