WHEREAS, Mrs. Owen has received a host of other accolades and awards for her business and philanthropic efforts, including being named Outstanding Citizen of the Year in 1996 by the Abilene Chamber of Commerce; she has earned multiple mentions in Working Woman and Savvy magazines and is considered one of the top female business owners in the country; and


WHEREAS, Dian Graves Owen has distinguished herself among her peers through her visionary efforts, and her dedication to her community and her generosity of spirit are indeed an inspiration to all Texans; now, therefore, be it
