WHEREAS, In addition to her work and community involvement, Mrs. Faulkenberry continued to pursue her education, earning an associate of science degree from Midland College in 1979; on her retirement in 1988, she and her beloved husband Tom moved from Fort Stockton to Brackettville, and, continuing her lifelong dedication to community service and involvement, Mrs. Faulkenberry became a member of numerous organizations, including the local arts society, the Fort Clark Historical Society, the Kinney County Democratic Party, and the Kinney County Chamber of Commerce, as well as serving as the editor of the local paper, The Brackett News; and


WHEREAS,  Because of her exceptional devotion and commitment to her family, neighbors, and community, Mrs. Faulkenberry's many contributions will not be forgotten; she was a valued member of each community in which she resided, and although her presence is gone, her unique spirit will live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives she touched; now, therefore, be it
