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R E S O L U T I O N

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature, in accordance with house rules and with the policies and procedures of the House Administration Committee, hereby grant permission to the Texas Legislative Black Caucus to use the house chamber in the State Capitol on March 21, 1997, provided that the house of representatives is not in session on that date.
