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R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, The Texas House of Representatives is proud to join the citizens of Collin County in the joyous celebration of Collin County Day at the State Capitol on February 26, 1997; and 


WHEREAS, Located on the Blackland Prairie of Northeast Texas, the county was created in 1846 from Fannin County and was named for Collin McKinney, one of the area's original settlers and a signer of the Texas Declaration of Independence; and  


WHEREAS, Its prime location has helped Collin County to flourish through the years, and it continues to contribute greatly to the state's fiscal prosperity; the county boasts a strong and diversified economic base, and Plano is one of Texas' fastest‑growing cities; and 


WHEREAS, Residents of Collin County are justifiably proud of the region's rich heritage; the Caddo Indians once made their home in this verdant setting, and Spanish explorer Pedro Vial traveled through the county on an expedition from New Mexico to Louisiana in 1788; since that time, countless others have been drawn to the region's abundant supply of natural and cultural resources; and

WHEREAS, The city of Plano is also known as the "Balloon Capital of Texas," and residents and visitors alike celebrate the early days of fall there with hot‑air balloon races and an arts and crafts festival held during the last weekend of September; and 


WHEREAS, Rich in culture and tradition, Collin County is a prosperous, forward‑looking region and a leading participant in the state's dynamic growth, and it gives the members of this chamber great pleasure to join with our fellow citizens in saluting this fine Texas county; now, therefore, be it
