WHEREAS, The importance of pursuing intellectual edification cannot be overstated, and for 50 years the University of St. Thomas has been providing this opportunity for students from around the world; as the school begins its second half century, it is truly a privilege to recognize its remarkable and inspirational achievement; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby commemorate the 50th anniversary of the University of St. Thomas and extend sincere best wishes to the faculty, staff, and students of this remarkable institution on this momentous occasion; and, be it further
