WHEREAS, The year 1884 marked the incorporation of Howe, named after railroad superintendent Major F. M. Howe, and the town began to grow and flourish; the rich black soil of the region sustained a variety of agriculture, and for a time Howe was the largest inland grain market in the nation; and


WHEREAS, Though the days of the great railroads are long past, the residents of Howe are still imbued with the hardy pioneer spirit of their forebears, and even as they take satisfaction in their hometown's fascinating past, they look forward to the challenges and opportunities of the years to come; now, therefore, be it
