WHEREAS, The findings from his groundbreaking study were recently published in the journal Science; the drug he helped to engineer is expected to be tested on humans within two years, and it may one day provide an effective and less debilitating treatment for many individuals diagnosed with cancer; and 


WHEREAS, For many years, Dr. Thorpe has stood at the forefront of cancer research, and he received the Pierce Immunotoxin Award for his noteworthy achievements in 1988; throughout all his endeavors, he has enjoyed the love and support of his family, which includes his wife, Catherine, and the couple's two young sons, James and Elliot; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Thorpe's remarkable service has earned him the heartfelt gratitude of countless individuals, and he is indeed worthy of our highest praise and recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
