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R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Thanks to the efforts of the American Heart Association and its many volunteers, as well as the contributions of numerous individuals, families, foundations, and corporations, cardiovascular disease is now declining in our state, and the tremendous accomplishments of these concerned groups and individuals are truly deserving of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
