WHEREAS, His altruism extends to other areas as well, for Mr. Coleman has organized several progressive organizations, including the Bexar County Opportunities Industrialization Center, the Count My Blessings Hall of Fame, the Alamo City Lions Club, and Project A.B.L.E. (Assistance by Learning and Earning); he has also helped countless young women to take pride in their heritage through his involvement with a number of local pageants; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Coleman's remarkable contributions in behalf of others have earned him well‑deserved acclaim; Guadalupe College awarded him an honorary doctorate in humanities, and the City of San Antonio dedicated an underpass in his name in recognition of his stalwart service to the civil rights movement; and 


WHEREAS, Eugene Coleman, Sr., has enhanced the quality of life in the San Antonio community in countless ways, and his exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
