WHEREAS, Well regarded throughout his field, Mr. Haywood has offered wise and thoughtful guidance as an esteemed member of several professional organizations, including the American Institute of Architects, the Texas Society of Architects, and the National Organization of Minority Architects; and


WHEREAS, His exceptional accomplishments have earned him widespread acclaim, for Mr. Haywood was a delegate to the White House Sub‑Committee on Small Business in 1995 and is currently a member of the Texas Board of Architectural Examiners; and 


WHEREAS, Throughout his professional career, this fine gentleman has maintained an abiding commitment to assisting others both as a concerned citizen and as a humanitarian; in his practice, he has been involved with many important building projects, including the Roseville Senior Citizens Apartments, St. Luke "Community" United Methodist Church, and the renovation of both the Carver Community Cultural Center and St. Paul Square, to the benefit of many Texans; and 


WHEREAS, He has effectively addressed other issues vital to the community through his civic service as a board member of both the Greater San Antonio Chamber of Commerce and the University Health System, and his active involvement has earned him the heartfelt gratitude of many people; and 


WHEREAS, Norcell Haywood has enhanced the quality of life in San Antonio and Dallas in countless ways, and his exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
