WHEREAS, An acknowledged leader in his chosen field, he has shared his knowledge and experience with countless others as an instructor at San Antonio College for more than three decades and has further contributed to the area of public administration through numerous professional activities, including service in leadership positions with the Alamo Chapter of the Texas Association of Assessing Officers; and 


WHEREAS, Despite his many professional obligations, Mr. Stoneham has consistently made time in his busy schedule to work for the betterment of his community, and the organizations that have welcomed his involvement include the Boy Scouts of America, the American Heart Association, and the local chapters of both Torch Clubs International and Toastmasters International; and 


WHEREAS, Walter Stoneham's many outstanding contributions have significantly benefited the State of Texas, and his exceptional commitment is indeed deserving of special recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
