WHEREAS, The Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks is committed to setting a shining example of patriotism for all Americans and to supporting the many disabled veterans of our country's foreign wars; last year alone, the members of this magnanimous organization contributed 5.6 million hours of volunteer service to countless individuals and donated $143 million to a variety of charitable causes; and


WHEREAS, For more than 20 years, Gerald L. Coates has dedicated himself to providing thoughtful and determined leadership to the 1.3 million members of the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks, and his tremendous efforts in behalf of his fellow Elks are indeed deserving of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby welcome the Honorable Gerald L. Coates and his wife, Lea, to Texas and commend this esteemed man for his many good works as Grand Exalted Ruler of the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks; and, be it further
