WHEREAS, A native of Tyler, Mr. Spence was graduated from The University of Texas in 1942; he maintained an abiding commitment to his alma mater throughout the years as an esteemed member of several boards and committees within The University of Texas System and as chair of the Chancellor's Council, he  secured for The University of Texas at Austin one of the five complete copies of the Gutenberg Bible in the nation; and


WHEREAS, A World War II veteran, Mr. Spence was well regarded for his career as an independent oil operator and discovered fields in Texas, Montana, and Colorado; an acknowledged leader in his area of expertise, he shared his extensive knowledge with his colleagues as a member of several professional organizations, and he was honored by the East Texas Association of Petroleum Landmen with the Pioneer Award for his vast contributions to the industry; and 


WHEREAS, Throughout his distinguished career, he demonstrated an abiding commitment to the Tyler community, and the many organizations and civic groups that welcomed his involvement include the Salvation Army, the East Texas Hospital Foundation, the Tyler‑Smith County Public Library, the Texas Rose Festival, and the Masonic Order; and


WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, Mr. Spence was sustained by a deep religious faith, and he shared his devotion with many others both as a warden and as a vestryman at Christ Episcopal Church; Mr. Spence further served his denomination as a principal presenter at the 65th General Convention of the Episcopal Church and as a trustee of the Seminary of the Southwest in Austin; and


WHEREAS, His remarkable service in behalf of others earned him well‑deserved acclaim, for he received awards from numerous organizations, including the Texas Congress of the Parent‑Teacher Association, The University of Texas at Tyler, the Salvation Army Board, the Carnegie Library of Tyler, and the Tyler‑Smith County Library Foundation, Inc.; and 


WHEREAS, Ralph Spence was a man of immense vision who left an indelible mark on the community he was proud to call home, and though he is gone from us now, his spirit will long endure in the many accomplishments he left behind; now, therefore, be it
