WHEREAS, On relocating to Houston in 1988, this dynamic and visionary individual was appointed assistant principal of Spring Oaks Middle School; two years later she became principal of Northbrook Middle School, which had been closed since 1985, and under her leadership the school successfully reopened in 1991; and 


WHEREAS, Innovative as well as dedicated, she instituted a number of initiatives as principal at Northbrook Middle School, including using technology in the classroom and introducing uniforms to promote school unity; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of her exceptional accomplishments in the field of education, she received the Blue Ribbon Award for Educational Leadership Excellence from Governor Ann Richards, but she took even more pride in the awards won by Northbrook Middle School, which included the 1995 Exemplary School Award from the U.S. Department of Education, the Texas Blue Ribbon, and the Educational Excellence Award from Houston Mayor Bob Lanier; and


WHEREAS, Susan E. Wolf's exceptional dedication to the needs of her students was an inspiration to all whose pleasure it was to know her, although her patient guidance and gentle love will be missed by all who knew her, her remarkable spirit will surely live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives she touched during her time on this earth; now, therefore, be it
