WHEREAS, In 1990, Mrs. Wanamaker returned to the San Antonio area, where she was well known in political circles for her active involvement in the Republican Party as a precinct chair, a member of state and local party organizations, and a delegate to both the Texas Federation of Republican Women's Convention and the Republican State Convention, which honored her with its Tribute of Women Award in 1992; and 


WHEREAS, This remarkable lady also worked for the betterment of her community through her participation in numerous civic organizations, including the Universal City Kiwanis, the Universal City Library, the Universal City Animal Shelter, and the Officers' Wives Club; five years ago, she moved to Live Oak, where she remained active in politics, and she was named precinct chair in 1995; and


WHEREAS, A woman of immense commitment and energy, Helen Wanamaker contributed greatly to our state, and though she is gone from us now, her memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who came to know and love her; now, therefore, be it
