WHEREAS, He was also a talented swimmer, and in his nine years of competition, he set several state records, including the 1991 state record in the breast stroke; and


WHEREAS, Applying the same discipline and dedication to his academic work as he did to his athletic endeavors, this commendable young man excelled in his science and biology classes, earning his school's science award in 1992; he also participated in the Interact Club for three years, and he was selected to serve as the organization's sergeant‑at‑arms during his senior year; and


WHEREAS, Those who were close to Wes Frontz could not help but be affected by his outgoing and energetic spirit, and his happiest hours were spent outdoors enjoying such active pursuits as hunting, fishing, and water skiing; and


WHEREAS, For any parent, the death of a child is the greatest loss imaginable, and words seem inadequate to express the depth of our sorrow and sympathy; it is especially difficult to say good‑bye to one so young and full of promise, but Wes Frontz's loved ones may take solace in the thought that his presence has not been forgotten, and his unique spirit will undoubtedly live on in the hearts of all who knew him; now, therefore, be it
