WHEREAS, In addition to his outstanding work in these areas, he is also highly regarded for his achievements in the private sector; a pioneer in Alaska's oil and gas industry, he enjoyed a successful venture in our state as both an independent oil operator and as an industry consultant for 40 years; and


WHEREAS, This eminent gentleman has also drawn on his abundant skills to assist humanitarian efforts, and as the senior trust officer of the Christian Endowment Fund, he has helped to support numerous missionary efforts worldwide; and 


WHEREAS, Charles Moore has worked for the betterment of his fellow citizens in myriad ways, and his exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby commend Charles Moore for his exceptional contributions in behalf of others and extend to him warmest best wishes for continued success and happiness in all his future endeavors; and, be it further
