WHEREAS, Rich in both history and tradition, Hunt County is a prosperous, forward‑looking community that plays a vital role in the Lone Star State's dynamic growth, and the members of this chamber are pleased to join in paying tribute to this outstanding region; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby recognize March 25, 1997, as Hunt County Day at the State Capitol and extend best wishes to the citizens of Hunt County for continued success and happiness in the years to come; and, be it further
