WHEREAS, His dedication to his community is surpassed only by his love for his family; Mr. Whitney is the beloved spouse of Valeria Whitney and the proud father of six children; more recently, the Whitneys have welcomed the addition of 12 grandchildren into their close‑knit family; and 


WHEREAS, Raymond Whitney has enhanced the quality of life in Bosque County in numerous ways, and his exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
