WHEREAS, Designed to encourage sexual abstinence among young people, the "True Love Waits" program offers its participants an opportunity to counteract the popular image of teenagers as undisciplined and promiscuous, and by signing pledge cards to be displayed in their schools, they proudly affirm their belief in the sanctity of holy matrimony; and


WHEREAS, Although the event was sponsored by local Christian organizations, the coordination of the effort came from the teenagers themselves, and their initiative and enthusiasm have ensured the success of this endeavor; and
