WHEREAS, A member of both the American Osteopathic Association and the American College of Osteopathic Pediatricians, Dr. Marshall has cared for some 800 premature or critically ill infants; he established the Preemie Support Group in Abilene to help parents and family members cope with this traumatic event and has held two highly successful Preemie Reunions for his former patients and their parents; and


WHEREAS, This commendable gentleman's dynamic leadership and remarkable compassion have helped to distinguish him from his peers, and the members of this chamber take great pride in honoring him for his exemplary efforts at this time; now, therefore, be it
