WHEREAS, He  consistently made time in his busy schedule to offer fellowship to others; deeply committed to the young people of his community, he often would visit with students at his alma mater, Lincoln High School, when he was in the Port Arthur area; and


WHEREAS, A true hero as well as a man of immense compassion, he saved a man from drowning in Italy in 1988, and he was trying to save a swimmer caught in a riptide off the coast of Florida when he died; and


WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, Mr. Breaux was sustained by his abiding commitment to his family, and his devotion to his wife and three children was a source of inspiration to all who knew him; now, therefore, be it
