WHEREAS, He began his pastorate at McCabe United Methodist Church in Longview in 1972 and went on to offer comfort and spiritual support to the congregations at Blueridge United Methodist Church and Riverside United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, This respected clergyman currently serves both the Lord and his faith as superintendent to the Houston Southwest District, in which capacity he handles a host of important responsibilities as supervisor of 47 churches, and he has also been involved with several boards and agencies of the Texas Annual Conference; and


WHEREAS, Throughout the years, Reverend Hayes has remained committed to his community and has further worked for the betterment of his fellow Houstonians as a board member of both the Wesley Community Center and the Houston Ebony Opera Guild; and 


WHEREAS, The proud father of three children, Joya, who will be entering law school in the fall of 1997; Robert III, who is a senior at Southern University in Louisiana; and Ryan, who attends Bellaire High School, he takes great pleasure and satisfaction in their many accomplishments; and 


WHEREAS, Reverend Hayes is serving as Pastor of the Day for the Texas House on April 15, 1997, and it is indeed fitting that the members take this opportunity to honor him for his notable career; now, therefore, be it
