WHEREAS, Other activities include the Palette of Roses art show, the Rambling Roses Square and Round Dance, and the Rose Festival Parade; visitors will also be treated to the East Texas Symphony Orchestra's "Concert in the Park" and can witness the pomp and circumstance that surround the annual coronation of the Rose Queen; and


WHEREAS, The long and impressive history of the Texas Rose Festival has made it a favorite among Texans and visitors from around the world, and the pride that this event has instilled in so many Texans makes it truly deserving of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby commemorate the Texas Rose Festival and extend best wishes to the citizens of Tyler and to all the participants in this grand event.
