WHEREAS, Committed as deeply to his faith as he is to his vocation, Dr. Austin is a valued member of the University Church of Christ in Abilene, to which he has given freely of his time and energy over the years, serving as elder and deacon; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his remarkable career, Dr. Austin has drawn strength and sustenance from his loving and close‑knit family including his parents, C.D. Austin and Jessie Lee Neal Austin, his sister Amy Jane and her husband Preston Parsons, and he and his wife, Sheila Ann Hunter Austin take great pride in their four children Jan, Marcia, Jo Anna and Stephen, as well as their spouses Mr. Todd Scott, Captain Marlin Moore, Mr. Allen Rose and Mrs. Lynette Blackburn Austin and three grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Clyde Austin has distinguished himself as an accomplished scholar, researcher, a skilled educator, and a devoted family man, and it is indeed fitting at this time that we recognize his remarkable achievements; now, therefore, be it
