WHEREAS, This respected officer was also a commander at Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri, where he served as regimental executive officer of his 3rd Armored Cavalry regiment; through the years, he was honored with many badges and medals for his brave and meritorious conduct; and 


WHEREAS, After completing his military service, he embarked on a fulfilling career with McDonnell Douglas Corporation in Saudi Arabia, and most recently, he was a valued employee of the Kings X toy soldier shop in the Menger Hotel; and


WHEREAS, Colonel Howden's commitment to the Army was surpassed only by his love of family, and his devotion to his wife, children, and grandchildren was a source of inspiration to countless individuals; and 


WHEREAS, During his lifetime, James Howden touched the lives of many people, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it 


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Lieutenant Colonel James A.
