WHEREAS, He then administered emergency cardiac treatment to start Mrs. Brown's heart beating and stayed by her side until the arrival of an emergency medical services unit; and


WHEREAS, The prompt response of Mr. Trammell was likely responsible for saving the life of Mrs. Brown, and his inspirational actions are truly worthy of special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
