WHEREAS, Her remarkable involvement has brought her well‑deserved acclaim, for she has received the Community Service Award from the South Dallas Business and Professional Women's Club and the Volunteer of the Year Award from Links, Inc.; in addition, Ms. Collins was named Clarice Tinsley's Hometown Hero by Channel 4, and she has been listed in Who's Who of American Women; and


WHEREAS, Gladys Collins has enhanced the quality of life in the Dallas community in numerous ways, and her exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know her; now, therefore, be it
