WHEREAS, This respected educator has also contributed to her chosen field as a member of several professional organizations, including the National Alliance of Black School Educators, the Association of Supervision and Curriculum Development, the National Middle School Association, and the Association of Texas Professional Educators; for nearly 20 years, Ms. Ison‑Newsome has served on numerous panels on the topic of education in the community, and she has conducted many workshops for district administrators as well; and 


WHEREAS,  Her  vast  accomplishments  have  brought  her well‑deserved acclaim, for she has been honored with the Celebrate Literacy Award by the International Reading Association and the Governor's Excellence in Academic Achievement Award; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Ison‑Newsome has further served the Dallas community through her work with the Political Congress of African‑American Women, the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People, and the National Council of Negro Women; and


WHEREAS, In addition, she has been involved with the Dallas Urban League, Alpha Kappa Alpha sorority, Black Methodist for Church Renewal, and St. Luke "Community" United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, Shirley Ison‑Newsome has enhanced the quality of life in the Dallas community in numerous ways, and her exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know her; now, therefore, be it
