WHEREAS, Ms. Rodgers travelled to Ghana and Zimbabwe in 1996 as a member of the United States Information Agency's Corridors of Culture project, and through her participation in this important initiative, she shared her extensive knowledge of writing, publishing, and book selling with many others; and


WHEREAS, In addition to her career as an outstanding businesswoman, Ms. Rodgers has a noteworthy background as a social worker and teacher, and she has continued to work for the betterment of the Dallas community in leadership capacities with several local organizations; and


WHEREAS, Her accomplishments have brought her well‑deserved acclaim, for she has been honored with a number of prestigious accolades, including the Image Award from Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc., the Mabel Meshach White Business Award from the South Dallas Business and Professional Women's Club, and Blackboard's Bestseller of the Year Award, and she has also been feted by many organizations throughout the area for her outstanding business skills; and 


WHEREAS, Emma Rodgers has enhanced the quality of life in the Dallas community in countless ways, and her exceptional commitment is a source of inspiration to all who are privileged to know her; now, therefore, be it
