WHEREAS, For 50 years, John Knox Presbyterian Church has provided outstanding spiritual leadership and moral guidance to its congregation; the church stands today as a tribute to the hard work of its members, past and present, who have devoted their time, energy, and resources to ensure its continued existence as a house of God; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives honor John Knox Presbyterian Church on the occasion of its 50th anniversary and commend the Reverend Dr. Murray Richey and his congregation for the many significant contributions they have made to the betterment of their community; and, be it further
