WHEREAS, A vital and valued member of the community, Dr. Londow has given freely of her time and talent to a number of civic bodies, and in addition to her long‑standing membership in the Greater Port Arthur Chamber of Commerce she has served as a vice president of Garth House and of the Port Arthur City Council's City Charter Change Committee; she has also been a director of the Port Arthur Historical Society; and


WHEREAS, Through the years Dr. Londow has drawn strength and sustenance from her association with First Christian Church, and the congregation there has benefited from her participation as worship leader, deaconess, and elder; and


WHEREAS, Mattie Londow has distinguished herself as an outstanding educator, a gifted administrator, and a valuable asset to her hometown of Port Arthur, and it is indeed fitting at this time that she be recognized for her many contributions to her fellow Texans; now, therefore, be it
