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R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, On April 25, 1997, Russian educator Vladimir Skovorodnikov will be at the State Capitol as part of his visit to the Lone Star State, and it is indeed a pleasure and a privilege to welcome this noteworthy visitor at this time; and


WHEREAS, The chairman of the Committee of Education of the Altai Public School Region in Siberia, Mr. Skovorodnikov oversees a school district roughly the size of the State of Texas, including two major universities, 3,600 public schools, 60,000 teachers, and 430,000 students; and


WHEREAS, A graduate of the Russian teachers' college known as the Pedagogical Institute, Mr. Skovorodnikov worked in high schools for several years before his promotion to chairman in 1988, and in the course of his career he has gained a reputation as a bold educational reformer; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Skovorodnikov has steadfastly supported the teaching of the Bible in the public schools, and although he pursued this approach to education at great professional risk, his efforts are now seeing fruition as Biblical scholarship has become a feature of education in the Altai region; and


WHEREAS, Vladimir Skovorodnikov has distinguished himself as a gifted educator, an astute administrator, and a courageous reformer, and his many accomplishments are indeed worthy of special praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it
