WHEREAS, Throughout all his endeavors, Mr. Wilhelm was aided by the love and support of his wife, Nila, and the couple's four children, as well as by his own positive outlook on life; an inveterate joke teller, he infused those around him with a warmth and humor that made even the most commonplace day extraordinary, and his love of life and of his work was an inspiration to all who knew him; and


WHEREAS, Johnnie Lee Wilhelm left an indelible mark on the Garland community; his many contributions there stand as a testament to this remarkable man, and he will long be remembered by those whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
