WHEREAS, Throughout his career, Dr. Thomas has drawn strength and inspiration from his close‑knit and loving family, and he and his wife Elfe‑Luise take great pride in their children, Russell, Kurt, Griff, and Julia; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Raymond Thomas has distinguished himself as a gifted healer and distinguished humanitarian, and it is indeed fitting that his many accomplishments be recognized at this time; now, therefore, be it
