WHEREAS, Since relocating to Texas, this distinguished veteran has established himself as one of Goldthwaite's most respected citizens; his many accomplishments as a member of this fine community have endeared him to his fellow residents and the members of this chamber are proud to honor him at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby declare Robert E. O'Malley an Honorary Texan with all the privileges and perquisites accorded those individuals actually born on our state's hallowed soil; and, be it further
