Wallace, has faithfully led the congregation for the past seven years; and 


WHEREAS, An ardent and dynamic servant of the Lord, Reverend Wallace has developed and enhanced many church programs to better meet the diverse needs of the community; in addition to expanding the Pilgrim Rest Overcomers Program, he initiated several ministries, organized scouting troops, and worked with the community's Adopt‑A‑School Program to form a partnership with J. W. Ray Elementary School; and 


WHEREAS, Throughout its proud history, Pilgrim Rest Baptist Church has provided outstanding spiritual leadership and moral guidance to its congregation; the church stands today as a tribute to the dedication and hard work of its members, past and present, who have devoted their time, energy, and resources to ensure its continued existence as a house of God; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby honor Pilgrim Rest Baptist Church on the occasion of its 62nd anniversary and commend the Reverend Curtis W.
