WHEREAS, Also active in a variety of worthy community projects, he takes special pride in the work of the Vinny Del Negro Endowment Fund, which aids abused youth, and he has also teamed up with fellow Spurs player Avery Johnson to establish The All‑Star Connection 4 San Antonio, an organization whose goal is to raise funds for local charities and schools; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of his off‑the‑court achievements, he was one of five professional athletes honored by USA Weekend with a Most Caring Athlete Award in 1994; and 


WHEREAS, He has been supported in all his many endeavors by his devoted wife, Lynn, with whom he has shared his successes and aspirations; and


WHEREAS, Vinny Del Negro has achieved a remarkable level of athletic success as a member of the San Antonio Spurs, and his willingness to share the fruits of his success with members of the community makes him truly worthy of special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby commend Vinny Del Negro of the San Antonio Spurs for his exceptional accomplishments, both on the basketball court and as a positive force in the community; and, be it further
