WHEREAS, On graduating from The University of Texas School of Law in 1958, Mr. Steimel embarked on his career as an attorney, first in Wichita Falls and then in Fort Worth, where he continued to practice until his retirement in 1995; and


WHEREAS, A vital and valued member of the community, Mr. Steimel was integral to the success of a number of professional and public interest groups, including the Tarrant County Medical Assistants Society, the American Arthritis Association, and the Texas Trial Lawyers Association; he was also a cofounder and past president of the Tarrant County Trial Lawyers Association; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Steimel further gave of himself through his dedicated efforts in the political arena; an influential advocate for consumer protection and other progressive causes, he was the Democratic Party nominee for state senator from Tarrant County in 1974; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his remarkable career, Mr. Steimel drew strength and sustenance from his close‑knit family, and they will remember him first and foremost as a devoted husband, father, and grandfather; and


WHEREAS, Although he will be missed, Walter Steimel will live on in the hearts of those who knew him, and his many contributions to the Lone Star State will not soon be forgotten; now, therefore, be it
