WHEREAS, On April 27, 1997, he coached his final home game at Jody Ramsey Stadium, and his Bronc team gave their coach a 14‑4 win over Southwestern Louisiana, bringing his career victory total to 1,216; and


WHEREAS, For 41 years, Coach Al Ogletree has tirelessly devoted his time and energy to help young baseball players reach their full potential and, as he begins his well‑deserved retirement, he can indeed look back with tremendous pride and satisfaction on his exemplary career as a coach; now, therefore, be it
