WHEREAS, Odessa's Permian High School has been selected as a finalist for the 1997 Governor's Awards for Environmental Excellence; and


WHEREAS, Since 1992, the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission has coordinated an innovative, voluntary, statewide pollution prevention program, "CLEAN TEXAS 2000," to educate Texans about the measures we can take to preserve and protect the environment; and


WHEREAS, CLEAN TEXAS 2000 and the Office of the Governor cosponsor the annual Governor's Awards for Environmental Excellence to reward and recognize outstanding environmental projects and accomplishments; and

WHEREAS, The students, faculty, and staff of Permian High School have set a fine example for Odessa's citizens by working to protect our state's ecological future, and their efforts will undoubtedly encourage others to participate in similar programs that will benefit the entire community; now, therefore, be it
