WHEREAS, In addition to his fine work as an educator, Mr. Fulbright was highly regarded as a rancher who raised purebred Santa Gertrudis cattle for 60 years; his outstanding management practices brought him well‑deserved acclaim, for he was named Rancher of the Year for Jim Hogg County in 1996; and 


WHEREAS, He drew on his vast experience  to positively affect the community as the founder of both the Monte Mucho Soil Conservation District and the Jim Hogg County Water Control and Improvement District No. 2, and he shared his enthusiasm for  ranching with many young Texans as an ardent supporter of local agriculture programs and 4‑H events; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Fulbright further contributed to his community through his involvement with the Hebbronville Chamber of Commerce, the Methodist Church, and the board of the First National Bank of Hebbronville; this devoted gentleman never missed a single director's meeting during his distinguished tenure with the bank that spanned nearly four decades; and


WHEREAS, Jack Fulbright left an indelible mark on the Hebbronville community during his lifetime, and though his special presence will be deeply missed, his memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
