WHEREAS, Born March 21, 1917, to Gust A. and Ellen B. Franzen, he was a lifelong resident of Collegeport and was one of the area's most successful and respected rice farmers and ranchers; and


WHEREAS, Despite the considerable demands of his agricultural pursuits, Mr. Franzen found time to make many significant contributions to his community; he was a charter member of the Collegeport Area Volunteer Fire Department, served on the Matagorda County Hospital District Board of Managers for 21 years, and was a trustee of the Palacios Independent School District for nine years; and 


WHEREAS, He was also a staunch supporter of a number of worthy youth organizations, including the 4‑H, FFA, and FHA, as well as the Matagorda County Fair Association; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of his many achievements, Mr. Franzen received many well‑deserved accolades, including the Palacios Chamber of Commerce "Rancher of the Year" Award in 1984, the Bay City Chamber of Commerce "Rice Farmer of the Year" Award in 1991, and in 1989 he and his beloved wife Ida Mae were named "Outstanding Man and Woman of the Year" by the Woman's Club of Collegeport; and


WHEREAS, In addition, Mr. Franzen was an active member of the First Presbyterian Church of Collegeport, which he served as a church elder; and


WHEREAS, Goose Franzen was a man of rare integrity and generosity; although his warmth and wisdom are gone from us now, his remarkable spirit will surely live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives he touched during his time on this earth; now, therefore, be it
