WHEREAS, After the freeze of 1953 devastated the industry and his burgeoning enterprise, he pursued a career in tourist and travel services, and Sanborn's Mexico Travel Service, offering Mexican automobile insurance and his unique and popular road logs, grew to encompass 24 offices from Brownsville to San Isidro; and 


WHEREAS, His vast contributions in the area of travel services earned him well‑deserved acclaim; he was honored by the McAllen Chamber of Commerce for his dedication to the area's tourism, and he also received numerous awards from both the Mexican insurance industry and the Mexican government's tourism department for his promotion of travel and good will; and


WHEREAS, Dan Sanborn left an indelible mark on the Rio Grande Valley during his lifetime, and though his special presence will be deeply missed, his memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
